Shagya Arabi

L’allevamento di Babolna fu creato nel
1789 per dotare la cavalleria ungherese
di cavalli resistenti e veloci. Fin dai primi
anni i direttori dell’allevamento impie-
garono il purosangue Arabo. L’Arabo
era infatti il classico cavallo da guerra

di tutti quei Paesi del centro Europa,
venuti in contatto con le scorribande di
Turchi e Tartari. La vera svolta nell’al-
levamento di Babolna si ebbe pero nel
1836 con I'importazione di Shagya, uno
stallone arabo comperato direttamente
da una tribu di beduini. Nato in Siria nel
1830, Shagya era un baio stupendo ma
un po’ troppo possente e alto (152 cm
al garrese) per essere un arabo classi-
co. E questa fu la sua fortuna; Shagya
venne infatti incrociato con cavalle a
prevalenza di sangue orientale ma non
Arabe pure. Erano fattrici che avevano
per avi Purosangue inglesi, cavalli spa-
gnoli e qualche Soggetto ungherese.

| figli di Shagya, pur mantenendo i tratti
tipici dei cavalli Arabi, erano pit atletici,
con uno scheletro e una muscolatura
pit robusta degli Arabi puri.

Era stata inventata una nuova razza in
grado di rispondere alle esigenze sia
militari che civili.

| tanti discendenti di Shagya sparsi per
tutta la nazione fecero si che, nell’Ot-
tocento, I"'Ungheria arrivasse ad avere
una popolazione equina di oltre due
milioni di capi. L’allevamento di Babolna
continuo pero a tenere per se i migliori
soggetti tanto che, soprattutto grazie ai
suoi Shagya, all’esposizione internazio-
nale di Parigi gli fu assegnato il massi-
mo riconoscimento nella sezione equini.
In tempi pit recenti, 1978, I’Associazio-
ne mondiale degli allevatori del cavallo
Arabo arrivo a riconoscere la stretta
parentela tra gli Shagya e il purosangue
Arabo creando una speciale sezione
nel libro genealogico del Purosangue
Arabo. Oggi gli Shagya registrati sono
1.350 e i migliori soggetti sono ancora
custoditi a Babolna.

The Shagya statue-The first shagya-arabian horse

Purebred Shagya Arab

Breeding Babolna was created in 1789 to provide the Hungarian cavalry with
strong and fast horses.

Since the beginning the directors employed the Arabic breeding because
those horses were in fact a classic war-horse of all the Central European
countries, who came in contact with the incursions of Turks and Tartars. The
real turning point came in the herd of Babolna in 1836 with Shagya, an Arab
stallion bought directly from a tribe of Bedouins. Born in Syria in 1830, Shagya
was beautiful but a little too powerful and tall (152 cm at the withers) to be a
classical Arabic. And this was his fortune; Shagya was crossed with horses
with oriental blood in prevalence and no pure Arabs. They were females who
had ancestors on the English Thoroughbred horses (Spanish and Hungarian).
The children of shagya, while maintaining the typical traits of Arabian horses,
were more athletic, with a skeleton and muscles stronger than pure Arabs.

It was invented a new breed able to meet the needs of both military and
civilian.

The many descendants of Shagya scattered throughout the country meant
that, in the nineteenth century, Hungary came to have an equine population of
over two million head. Babolna continued to hold on to the best subjects so
that, thanks to its shagya, they were recognized in the international exhibition
in Paris where they were

awarded the highest honor in the equine section.

More recently, 1978, the World Association of Breeders of Arabian horse came
to recognize the close relationship between the and Shagya creating a special
section in the Thoroughbred studbook . Today 1350 shagya’s are recorded
and the best one are still in Babolna.
